From 9 to 10, basic training

I will cover required logistical details. I will send out my proposed presentation for this part to you all soon (hopefully tomorrow).

This hour will go over the schedule, award levels, evaluation forms and judging protocols. There will also be time for Q & A.

Someone (not me) will assign judges to teams and pass out submissions for them to evaluate.

From 10 to 11, optional training

I will share specific ideas for helping judges review print and electronic (Web) submissions. These come from leading thinkers in the info design field (Edward Tufte, Jakob Nielsen, etc). This will be a replay of my October 20th STC-WVC chapter meeting presentation (“Tips for Good Information Design”) – so those who attend the chapter meeting or those who aren’t interested in this type of training can skip the 2nd hour if they want.
