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Content Convergence and Integration Conference

S Group announced today

that the inaugural Content
Convergence and Integration
conference is scheduled for March
12 to 14, 2008, in Vancouver, BC,
Canada. The conference, chaired
by Rahel Anne Bailie, is the first
of its kind, breaking down the
barriers between the various
content management disciplines by
bringing them together in the same
conference.

According to Bailie, corporations
should consider each piece of
content as a corporate asset that
gets considered and managed

with the value and care of any

other corporate asset. Locking
content away in a document or a
database when it could be out in the
enterprise or the world earning its
keep is simply wasteful.

“All this talk about getting your
content out of the silos and into a
content management system just
created bigger silos,” says Bailie.
“And those silos are a false barrier,
really. What happens when you
want to update another database
automatically, maybe integrate
technical updates into your call
center’s knowledge base using an
RSS feed, but you can’t because a
silly technical glitch or an outdated
IT firewall policy? It’s not enough
for us to shrug and say that we
don’t know how this stuff works.”

The conference has three tracks
that can be intertwined as delegates
see fit: XML publishing, Web
publishing, and management. The
fourth track features a content-
driven industry—this time,
tourism—where the principles
discussed in the other tracks are
demonstrated by industry experts.
STC members will be familiar

with industry presenters such as
Ann Rockley, Bob Boiko, Michael
Priestley, Michael Priestley, Amber
Swope, Scott Abel, Rahel Anne

Bailie, Joe Gollner, Jeff Hooker,
Berry Braster, Kent Taylor, and
Emma Hamer. Demonstrating
how the principles play out in

the tourism industry are industry
experts such as William Bakker
from Tourism BC, Rogier

Gruys from Canadian Tourism
Commission, Salim Ismail from
Yahoo! Brickhouse, and others
with solid industry expertise such
as Magan Arthur, Leora Kornfeld,
Linda Francis, Jeff Sinclair, Rick
Sloboda, John Starkey, David
Gratton, and Todd O’Neill.

Each conference day is devoted
to a different theme, with the
first day focusing on content and
changing demands, the second
day on technologies that can be
used to manipulate content to
benefit content producers and
end users, and the third day on

how the content and technologies
work together to affect customer
relationships, in both positive and
negative ways.
